And further take notice that only individuals, corporations and public bodies may Appeal a
Zoning By-law to the Ontario Land Tribunal (OLT). A Notice of Appeal may not be filed by an
unincorporated association or group, however, a Notice of Appeal may be filed in the name of
an individual, who is a member of the association or the group on its behalf. No person or
public body shall be added as a party to the hearing of the appeal unless, before the by-law
was passed, the person or public body made oral submissions at a Public Meeting or written
submissions to the Council or, in the opinion of the Tribunal, there are reasonable grounds to
add the person or public body as a party. If you wish to file an Appeal, you must complete and
submit the 'Appellant Form' which can be downloaded from the Ontario Land Tribunal’s
website at https://olt.gov.on.ca/appeals-process/forms/ or can be obtained from the
Engineering & Development Services Department at Belleville City Hall.

An explanation of the purpose and effect of the By-law describing the lands to which the By-
law applies and a key map showing the location of the lands to which the By-law applies, are
attached. The complete By-law is available for inspection in the City Clerk's Office, City Hall,
during regular office hours.
